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ENJOY SAFE MOTORING THIS WINTER

Winter weather means fricky driving conditions.
Keep your car ready for whatever Old Man
Winter throws at you by:

- Getting a pre-winter checkup and
installing snow tires.

- Keeping your fuel tank at least half-full
to reduce moisture in the fuel system,
and give yourself a little extra weight
for fraction.

- Stock an ice scraper, car brush, and
-40 C windshield washer.

- Keep a winter car safety kit in the
vehicle, including a blanket, exira
warm clothing, candles, booster
cables, and a shovel. Before travelling
in difficult conditions, take some water
and a snack along.

- Check your route before you leave at
www.Ontario.ca/511. Ontario 511 offers
an overview of provincial highway
conditions, and weather. You can use
remote cameras to scout your route.
"Track My Plow" shows you where snow
plows are on the job.
